VERIFIED COMPLAINT AT LAW

NOW COMES the Plaintiff, FRED DISTRIBUTION, INC., ("FRED"), a Delaware
corporation, by and through its attorneys, ROLEWICK & GUTZKE. P.C., and for its

Verified Complaint at Law against MARTIN WALLACE, individually, ("Wallace"), states

as follows:
Count | — Breach of Contract
1. FRED is a Delaware corporation with its principal place of business

located at 1332 West Eddy Street #2, City of Chicago, County of Cook, State of lllinois.

2. At all times relevant hereto, FRED was engaged in the business of
manufacturing board games.

3. Wallace is an individual residing in the United Kingdom.

4. In or about March 2005, Wallace and Eagle Games, Inc. ("Eagle”) entered
into a contract whereby Eagle agreed to pay and did pay to Wallace the sum of Ten
Thousand British Pounds (£10,000.00) in exchange for Wallace's transfer of all rights,
title, and interest in and to a board game described as "Age of Steam-Eagle Games

Variant" and all its iterations, including all of its rights, ideas, concepts, and rules ("the




Contract'). See Paragraph 5 of the Contract, a true and accurate copy of which is
attached hereto as Exhibit A and incorporated herein by reference.

5. Additionally, pursuant to the terms of the Contract, Wallace was forever
barred from publishing, manufacturing, or selling the board game known as "Age of
Steam" in other than its then-currently published form. See Paragraph 5 of the
Contract.

6. Additionally, pursuant to the terms of the Contract, Eagle agreed to pay
and did pay to Wallace the sum of Five Thousand British Pounds (£5,000.00) in
exchange for Wallace's transfer of all rights, title, and interest in and to a board game to
be developed on or before December 31, 2006. See Paragraph 6 of the Contract,

7. In or about August 2006, FRED acquired the assets of Eagle through an
auction conducted by a then secured creditor of Eagle.

8. The Contract expressly provides that the benefits and obligations thereof
inure to successors or assigns of Eagle.

9. As a successor or assignee of all assets of Eagle, FRED is a proper party
plaintiff and has standing to enforce the Contract against Wallace.

10.  Venue in the County of DuPage, State of lllinois, is proper pursuant to
venue provisions in the Contract fixing venue in the County of DuPage and waiving any
jurisdictional arguments related to the same.

1. Without the knowledge or consent of FRED, upon information and belief,
Wallace assigned, transferred, licensed or sold the rights, title, and interest in and to an

iteration of an "Age of Steam-Variant" to a third-party manufacturer of board games.



12 Wallace's aforementioned assignment, transfer, license, or sale of the
rights, title, and interest in and to an iteration of "Age of Steam-Variant” to a third-party
manufacturer of board games constitutes a material breach of the Contract.

13.  As aresult of Wallace's assignment, transfer, license or sale of the rights,
title, and interest in and to an iteration of "Age of Steam-Variant” to a third-party
manufacturer of board games, FRED has suffered damages in the amount of Ten
Thousand British Pounds (£10,000.00) as paid to Wallace by Eagle and in the amount
of Ten Thousand and NO/100 Dollars ($10,000) as paid to Wallace in royalties by the
third-party manufacturer.

14.  To date, Wallace has failed to develop a board game and transfer of all his
rights, title, and interest in and to said board game to FRED.

15.  Wallace's aforementioned failure to develop a board game and transfer of
all his rights, title, and interest in and to said board game to FRED constitutes a material
breach of the Contract.

16.  As a result of Wallace's failure to develop a board game and transfer of all
his rights, title, and interest in and to said board game to FRED, FRED has suffered
damages in the amount of Five Thousand British Pounds (£5,000.00).

17.  FRED has completed all that is required of it under the Contract.

WHEREFORE, the Plaintiff, FRED DISTRIBUTION, INC., respectfully requests
that this Court grant its Complaint at Law and enter an Order:

A Finding Wallace has materially breached its contract with FRED:

B. Awarding damages in the amount of Fifteen Thousand British Pounds
